may be one, Father, just as you are in 

me and I am in you. May they also be 

in us so that the world may believe 

that you have sent me. I have given 

them the glory that you gave me, that 

they may be one as we are one - I in 

them and you in me - so that they may 

be brought to complete unity. Then the 

world will know that you sent me and have loved 

them even as you have loved me. (John 17:20-24) 

Jesus prayed that we would be one, as His followers; 

living in Him and He in us, so that the world will 

believe in Him. Jesus says He has given us His ‘glory’ 

which is His honour, renown, splendour, His very 

own manifest presence. Let’s commit to pray, pray, 

pray, that Jesus’ presence will be obvious in us and 

that He might reveal Himself to others who need to 

know Him.

Intercessory prayer (i.e. prayer for 

others and specific situations) is 

based on the understanding that as 

Jesus’ Church we’re called to do 

things that are beyond what is 

humanly possible.
